The meeting was called to order at 11:00 a.m.

Cable Commission Complaints
The City received no complaints.

Financial Update for PEG Access Funds
Mrs. Tills provided an update on the PEG fund balances. A report on recurring revenues was
requested. Mrs. Tills will provide that at the next meeting.

Approval of Minutes
Mr. Howe motioned for the November 19" minutes to be approved, and the motion was
seconded by Mr. Young. The motion was approved by all.

Old Business
a. Verizon Fiber & City Hall
- Mrs. Tills reported that Verizon will use the existing entry point into the building,

and be responsible for maintaining the access path to the demarc in Room M8
including the fiber jumpers. The City will be responsible for maintaining from
the demarc to the Media Room. The City is working with AMS to install cabling
needed and make the connections. No additional equipment is necessary in the
Media Room. Installation by Verizon can happen fairly quickly once the Letter of
Intent is signed.

New Business
a. Amendment to Verizon Franchise Agreement
- Mr. Eckstrom has recommended using the language in Cox’s agreement for
maintenance of the new path to City Hall.
- Mr. Howe motioned and Mrs. Tills seconded to have Mr. Eckstrom restructure the
Franchise agreement to include a provision for maintenance of the new path and,
provided there is no fee from Verizon, Mrs. Tills is authorized to proceed with the
Letter of Intent. The motion was approved by all.



b. Last Mile Build
- Ms. Anderson indicated she would be happy to attend the next Cable Commission
meeting and share Verizon coverage maps in closed session.

Closed Meeting

The Cable Commission wishes to convene a Closed Meeting under the Virginia Freedom of
Information Act in order to discuss records of a cable television franchisee, Cox
Communications, Inc., that the franchisee considers to be confidential proprietary records under
Section 8.2 of its franchise agreement, under the following closed session authority:

Code of Virginia § 2.2-3711(A)(33). Discussion or consideration of confidential proprietary
records and trade secrets excluded from this chapter pursuant to subdivision 18 of § 2.2-3705.6.
The motion was made by Col. Piggee, seconded by Mr. Howe, and approved by all at 11:28 am.
The Cable Commission then adjourned into a Closed Meeting in accordance with the provisions
of the Virginia Freedom of Information Act; and the Freedom of Information Act requires the
Cable Commission to reconvene in open session and to certify that such Closed meeting was
conducted in conformity with the law; now therefore be it resolved that the Cable Commission of
the City of Fredericksburg does hereby certify that the best of each member’s knowledge (i) only
public business matters lawfully exempted from open meeting requirements under the Freedom
of Information Act were discuss in the Closed Meeting to which this certification applies, and (ii)
only such public business matter as were identified in the Motion by which the said Closed
Meeting was convened were heard, discussed or considered by the Cable Commission.

Mr. Howe then moved to end the Closed Meeting, with this motion seconded by Col. Piggee and
approved by all at 11:55 am.

Mr. Howe motioned to close the Cable Commission Meeting at 12:00 pm, the motion was
seconded by Mrs. Tills.
