The meeting was called to order at 11:05 a.m.  


Cable Commission Complaints
The City received 3 complaints.  The first was a Verizon volume issue with the PEG feed and timeouts.  City staff are working with Verizon and AMS (the City’s production company for the Council Meetings) to resolve the issue.  The second was a low hanging cable on 915 Lafayette Blvd.  During the meeting, Verizon committed to work with the citizen to resolve the issue.  The third was a low hanging cable on Sophia Street that was resolved before this meeting.

Financial Update for PEG Access Funds
Mrs. Tills provided a report generated from checks for quarterly finance fees collected. 

Approval of Minutes
Mr. Howe motioned for the May 19th minutes to be approved, and the motion was seconded by Mr. Young.  The motion was approved by all.

New Business
a. Addition of Arts Channel (Cox)
•	The Commission directed Mrs. Tills to send a letter to Cox requesting the addition of an Arts Channel to their lineup.   Cox indicated they didn’t have that many requests for the channel and if interested parties could contact Cox that would improve the possibility of adding this channel to their lineup for Fredericksburg. Mrs. Tills will reach out to the Art Commission to solicit their assistance in contacting Cox.

Closed Meeting
The Cable Commission wishes to convene a Closed Meeting under the Virginia Freedom of Information Act in order to discuss records of a cable television franchisee, Comcast of California/Maryland/Pennsylvania/Virginia/West Virginia, LLC., that the franchisee considers to be confidential proprietary records under Section 8.2 of its franchise agreement, under the following closed session authority:

Code of Virginia § 2.2-3711(A)(33). Discussion or consideration of confidential proprietary records and trade secrets excluded from this chapter pursuant to subdivision 18 of § 2.2-3705.6.
The motion was made by Mr. David, seconded by Mr. Howe, and approved by all at 11:50 am. The Cable Commission then adjourned into a Closed Meeting in accordance with the provisions of the Virginia Freedom of Information Act; and the Freedom of Information Act requires the Cable Commission to reconvene in open session and to certify that such Closed meeting was conducted in conformity with the law; now therefore be it resolved that the Cable Commission of the City of Fredericksburg does hereby certify that the best of each member’s knowledge (i) only public business matters lawfully exempted from open meeting requirements under the Freedom of Information Act were discussed in the Closed Meeting to which this certification applies, and (ii) only such public business matter as were identified in the Motion by which the said Closed Meeting was convened were heard, discussed or considered by the Cable Commission.
